“If people cannot see what God is
doing, they stumble all over
themselves; But when they attend
to what he reveals, they are most
blessed.”  (Proverbs 29:18 The
Message) (Many of you will
remember this verse better from
the King James Version — “Where
there is no vision, the people
perish...”). However you read it,
it 1s abundantly clear that without
God giving us a clear vision for
where we are to go in our lives or
in our life together as a
congregation, we are doomed to
stumble along. The blessings
come when we do what God has
revealed. Reading this Scripture
verse reminded me of another
reading:

What is your life about? Why do
you exist? Do you exist simply
to consume as much as you can
and get as much pleasure as you

can while here on this earth, or do
you have a higher purpose? Do

you understand your life
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purpose — your vision or
mission or calling?... Experience
and observation tell me that
many of us have not taken the
time to think about our life purpose.
And by default, our society tells
us that our life purpose is to
consume...

are not met, then God has let us down.

However, all of this is just the opposite of what the writer of Proverbs is telling us. We are to look for
God’s vision and purpose for our life and allow that to drive what we do, what we expect, and even what
we ask for from our Lord. If we know the vision, we will know what we are to do.

Of course, for each of us, the vision and mission of our lives may be very different. Some are called to
serve in some ways, while others see God leading them down other paths. However, for us as a
congregation, our vision and mission i1s very, very simple: “The mission of the Church is to make
disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.” (Paragraph 120, The Book of Discipline)

Last Fall, our Administrative Council and then our Charge Conference set some fairly clear goals on
making disciples and being in transformative ministry. Over the next four years, we see God calling us to
increase our average worship attendance to 382 people. Over the next four years, we see God calling us
to work towards leading 15 persons per year to a new commitment to Christ or to a Profession of Faith.
Over the next four years, we see God calling us to grow our small group ministries to include 23 small
groups that meet on a regular basis. Although we have not tracked the number of “hands on mission and
ministry events” participated in by our congregation, we are now committed to tracking them and
watching them grow as well over the next four years. We have also committed ourselves to seeing God
working through our congregation by paying 100% of our Apportionments over the next four years.

I do not know any pastor who would not be excited and thrilled by this vision of how God is calling us to
live out our mission to make disciples for the transformation of the world. I know for certain that this
vision of ministry has me absolutely thrilled to be here and be a part of what God is going to do in the midst of
Stout Memorial UMC. This vision is not a “consumers” vision — it is the vision of a people committed
together to put Christ’s calling first in what they do and have their own needs met as God sees fit to bless
them along the way.

We have a vision, my brothers and sisters. Let us keep this vision and God’s work before us in all that
we do so that we do not become consumers... so that we do not stumble around... so that we do not
perish... so that we WILL be blessed!

The God and Family curriculum is designed to help youth understand the importance
of family and God’s role in a healthy family. The God and Family Program provides
an opportunity for young people and their families to explore their faith together.
Children will read about different families in the Bible, which can teach them about
God’s plan for strengthening families. To remember these lessons, children will
compare families and “pizza.” The six steps for making pizza will give students a
concrete, “hands-on” model on which to build their understanding of God’s love for
their families. They will make a pizza as they study how families can grow together in
God’s love, and they will choose “family projects” to be done with their family at home.
This program, which is sponsored by our Scouting Program and taught by our
Pastor, is open to all girls and boys in grades 4 and 5 — even if they do not
belong to a Girl Scout, Boy Scout or Camp Fire group.

Parents are encouraged to enroll in the God and Family Adult Mentor Program. In
this program, the parent is an active learning participant alongside the child. The
parent would have lessons and projects to complete in the Mentor Workbook just like
the child, and then both parent and child would work on the student curriculum
together.
